* Vice President

o Assist the President in their duties.

o Stand in for the President when absent.

o Document and share meeting minutes and attendance.

o Keep records of all events, donations, and partnerships.
e Secretary:

o Manage communication and promotional content.

o Handle social media accounts.

o Compile photo and video content for events.

o Assist with membership recruitment and coordination.
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Article V: Elections
Section 1: Timing

New executive board members will be elected within the final month of the spring semester, allowing a one-
month transitional period.

Section 2: Process

Candidates will provide a speech or written statement outlining their qualifications. Members can run for up
to two positions, but no member can hold more than one position. Voting is anonymous and organized by the
graduating executive members.
